Police Officer Daniel Faulkner Educational Grant Fund

Purpose

The Daniel Faulkner Educational Grant Fund was established in May of 2000 to provide financial assistance to students whose parents have been murdered or incapacitated by a violent crime. The grant is administered by Justice for Police Officer Daniel Faulkner, Inc. (a non-profit Pennsylvania corporation that has received 501(c)(3) status from the IRS) which was organized in 1998 to honor the memory of Daniel Faulkner and spread the truth about the manner in which he died. Police Officer Faulkner was a member of the Philadelphia Police Department and was killed in the line of duty in 1981.

The Grant Fund

The Daniel Faulkner Educational Grant Fund will make awards on a rolling basis as our funds allow and the need exists. At a minimum, one grant is anticipated to be awarded each year. Applicants may apply on their own behalf or may be nominated by an outside party familiar with the candidate and his or her circumstances. If acknowledgement of receipt is desired, please enclose a self-addressed stamped envelope. There is a possibility that the Selection Committee may ask one or more candidates for a personal interview or an interview by telephone.

Eligibility

Grants are available to a son or daughter whose parent was murdered or incapacitated from a violent crime. For determining financial need, applicants will be required to submit copies of the financial aid application supplied to their particular educational institution. Awards will be made directly to the educational institution in the name of the student being presented the award. The student need not be enrolled at the time of award, in which case the grant will be held in escrow until applicant’s enrollment is current at an accredited school, college or university.

Qualifications:

•A parent has been murdered or incapacitated by a violent crime.

•The applicant must be a resident of Philadelphia, PA.

•The applicant must plan on the pursuit of his or her education.

•Applicants must submit a copy of their academic transcript from the school they are currently attending or most recently attended.

•Applicants must submit a copy of the financial aid application supplied to their particular educational institution.
